The board of fire commissloners as-
membled at T:30 o'clock last evening In
rogular monthly eesslon, Clairman De
Grapge presiding, and Messrs.  Coson,
Murphy, Flynn, Huonhner, Petersou and
Melster present, and other conneected with
the department In attendance were
Chief Q'Connor, Dr. De Grange, the de-
partment physician, and Dr. Wheeler,
yeterlnury surgeon.

_After the miuutes and some commual-
gatlons were read, Commissloper IPlynn
called for & resolutlon that he had pre.
sented at a previous meeting, and asked
that actlon be taken upon It.

The resolution provided for the chang-
Ing around of the assistuut euglovers 1o
dierent distrlets. Mr, Flynu said that he
consldered the matter lmportant aud the
adoptlon of such n resolution necessary
for the thorough effleiency of the depurt-
ment, 1t would familinelze the ollcers
with the different districts, the operation
thereln, and the service given by the
men, At the present time, being coufined
to one distrlet, the know nothing of the
workings of the other districts, In a
pracileal sense. He thought If the sub-
orlinates were changed from one sece-

on of the city to another, It was more
necesgary that the oassistant englocers
should be moved uabout.

An opposition ways expressed by Mr.
Ooson. to “the resviution. He sald be
thought It 'would cause a great deal of
Inconvenlence to the department. At
present the force was worklng splendldly,
and he thooght no chunge covuld be made,
especially such & one as coutemplated by
the resclution, without rendering svme
part of the department ineffective. Such
4 change would require the asslstant en-
gineers to break up thelr homes and re-
move to districte as they were chunged,
for they counld not serve In oune district

. Mr. Kuhner agreed with AT, Cason. He
could not see that any andvauntage would
result to the service, while the asslstanty
would be sadly incouvenleaced.

I, Clalborne, Chalrman
Budget Connuittee: Sir—1 would yespect-
fully lay before your honorgble commlitee,
fu &s convise w wmanuoer ag possible, he
cost of uperatlpn of the New Orleanp
flro departument and the wants of that
Bystewm,

We lave now In operation In apparatua
and pucapberunlia fn the seven dlstricts
of the clty, which Inciudes Alglers and
Carrollton, 26 steam engines, 7 hook aund
Luliler trucks, 9 chemileal englues, 1 water
tower, 1 horse bospltal and stureroom, all
wmore or less ln inditferent coudition, and
all ot which come to vur department, with
the exceptlon of the waler tower, from
the volunteor system, our npprupl‘lutloua
never having Deen autliclent for us to
miake any purchuses, untll the authority
wuy granoted us by ordinanve 11,7565, coun-
cil serles, which appropriated 150,000,
payable In alx yeaely Installinents, com-
menclng Aprll, 1807, of SU5,000 cach, On
the authority of that ordinance we have
contracted and made the first purchase
of two first cluss steam englunes, oue sec-
ond class steams englne, one third cluss
stenm englue, two elty heok and ladder
trucks, two chuewleal engloes, to replace
the old and worn-out upparatus, at the
cosat of $24,950. The detuils of these pur-
clhnses are In our otliee for your examina-

tion, .

We have In our employ the foliowing
force: Iu active sorvice, 275; secretary,
phyalelan, veterloary, master wachlinist,
sturekecper and messenger, §; suffering
from, accklents and recelving pay, umder
provislony of sectlon 14, nct &3, sgesslon
1884, 3; a totnl of 284 men, the detalls
of which may bLe gleaned from our fourth
annual report, which Is appended to this
statemeut.

The cost of operatlon of the depart-
ment ju the preseut state [s, as per
budget, tmmerP by our board: Salnrles,
$211,600; supplies of all kinds, $42,400;
totul, $2565,000, Our appropriation for 18M
1s $255,000.

This Is not adequate and sufficlent for
our service, for If we dld not practice the
strictest econvmy and fll] our cuompnnles
to a desired complement and purchase ail
the material actunlly necessary in its
present conditlon, our pay toll would be
$214,000; supplice, $52.000; total, $266,000,
which would be a deficit of $11,000.

1t Is proper to atate that In the $211,-
GOU we bave had to pay #1157 80, In the
tirst four months of the year, for slek
time as provided in the act, and if this
continues Juring the year, will reduce our
actunl pay roil funds $I455 40,

‘Che wppropriations mmle by other clity
governwents of approxiwate populatlon
for the support and malntenance of
thelr fire department we glve Dbelow,
These cities bave wmagniflcent water sup-
ply aund facllities muech greater than
ours:

We advance thls statement te show
bhow small n sum is eppropriated to this
very lmportant service to life and prop-
erty for support and malntenance, 'The
arex of New Orleans Is greater by far
than any of the above eltfes.

We append a complete and compre-
henslve statement, cownplled by our sec-
retary, showlng the population, force,
area and annunl expense, with the per
capita, of each citg. and this proves
more conclusively the strength eof our
position in making an appeul to you for
& larger appropriation. )

The chief eoglneer's report, which 1s
appended, glvea in  detall the sugges-
tions for the establlshment and forma-
tion of new companles actually necessn-
r¥ In totally unprotected distriets with-
In the clty llmits, nlso the cost of opera-
tjon of these compuanles for one year,
which omounts to $56,000. This amount,
if these companles were eatablished,
would have to be appropriated yeurly
thereafter for thelr malntenance,

The estimated cost of transferring en-
glune No. T ls suggested, ns the locality
on Daupline near Customhouse street,
fs totally unfit at the present tlme for
an engine company, on Account of rall-
rond tracks., The bulldlog ecould be
disposed of, also that of truck No. 4,
Basin, near St. Loulg street, and a plot
sufficlently large for the two companles
to be placed under one regof purchased
somewhere on Basin street, where Erop-
erty Is cheaper, nnd & mew house bullt,
The nmount ls on].g an estimate.

The $25,000 In the budget, under ltem
3, reserve fund, s to meet the contracts
awarded by the fire depariment for new
apparatus, authorlzed under ordlnance
11,755; as the questlon arose at your
iasl meeting, the mutter was exnmined

0.
The establlshment of many of these
companles are lmperative, and we trust
that you mny see your way clemr not
only to ald in the establlshment and
properly equipping these compaules, but
to ald In Inereaslng our sppropriation
to properly operate a department such
ps this city should( huve.
