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The momination of General W. F. Fitz-
gerald by the Republicans of Callfornla
for the office of attorney general calls
to mind the fact that General Fitzgerald
+was the nowminee of the Republlcaa
pary of thia state for the same wfiice In
1881 in the race betwecn Geueral Ttobert
Lowry, Demaocrat, and the late Benjamin
King, Independeat, of Coplah. General
Fitzgerald was defeated by General
Catchlngs, but ram far ahead of his
" tlcket. General Fltzgerald wae appointed
by President Arthur as asspclate Justlce
of Arlzonn. After hls successor had been
named by Mr. Cleveland he removed to
Los Angeles, Cal., and became a member
of the law firm of Anderson, Fitzgerald
& Anderson, It will be remembered that
4n the Cleveland-Harrison campalgn there
was a letter written from Los Angeles
to one Sackville West, which did the
Democratic party some harm, and the
Itallan band of XYitzgerald was Very
strongly suspected. Since that time Gen-
eral Fitzgerald was appoloted one of the
commlssloners of the supreme conrt of
Californla, the law of that state provid-
ing for a commission to help the supreme
court when overworked. General Fltz-
gerald was for many years 4 citizen of
Vicksburg and served as dlstrict attor-
ney, moving from there to Arlzona. He
is a brilllant orator and a man of great
magoetism and personal popularity.

. General Fitzgerald was borm and reared
in this city, and the following caplital
- story, in which bhe figured as the hero,
was first published some twelve years
ago In the Walthall Ploneer during the
guberpatorial campalgn of 1881:

oIn the nelghborhood of two decades
past there existed In Jackson, between
the up and down-town boye a feud pos-
sessed of a strong degree of acrimony.
Thls feellng was general, and took pos-
sesaton of nll boys from 10 to 20 years of
age. There was D00 half-way ground.
They were all partisans. The up-town fel-
lows sought to stizmatize the down-town
boys with opprobrious epithets, denomi-
nating them as *“roughs” and *short-
halrs,” ete. The up-town fellows pos-

seseed In & large aegree the wealth,
+while the down-town buys had the nerve
and muscle. They never falled to come
to time when called upon. Whenever a
south Jackson boy caught a north Jack-
son boy lo south Jackson he licked him;
and whenever a north Jackson boy
caught a south Jackson boy In his part
of the city he thumped him—if he could.
1t was war to the knife. Each crowd had
its leaders, and always ‘went healed.’
“QOpne day a lot of the ‘down-towners'
were bathing at Saltpeter FPolnt, which
ths ‘up-towners’ clalmed as thelrs, when
a crowd of up-town boys came down for
the same purpose. And of course there
had to be a fight. The north Jackeon fel-
Jows at once began to rock the down-
town boys, whereupon the Jatter came
out, engaged them in a rough and tumble
v Y fight and routed them., On their way
home three of the dowa-town crowd came
up with an up-town boy, the son of &
: famous jurist -who lved in the north
i ward. Seeing that he was hopelessly in
£y the minority, the up-town boy took to
his heels. A chase began. But the up-
town boy was too fleet-footed for them.
It was, however, a close race, for just as
he ascended the doorsteps his pursucra
; were in the front gate. Hearlng o nolse
. in the front yard, the mother of the pur-
! sued boy came out. Taklug the situatlon
v in at a glance, she began:

W iHow dare you, you rufllans, pursue
my son? What do you mean by such con-
duet? What do you want here? Who are

ou? Begone!'

“Seelng that his companlons were about
to flicker, a barefooted Irlsh boy, about
15, with his cap set on one slde of hls
head, sod his pants rolled up, stepped
boldly to the froot, and with a haughty
toss of his head, and a graceful wave of
the hand, he sald:

My npame I8 Blllle Fitzgerald, and I
don't glve a damn; I llve down-town, and
I whip anythlnf
gler's corner. dare your boy out. We
J won't double on bim.'

“ine chalr stated that the present sitoa-
tlon of sugur, considered politleally, was
hopeful, the result of the achedule In
tne couference committee being st
vonbtful,-He suggesteﬂ that a resolutlon
be adopted by the meeting, setting forth
tne views of the planters. A memorlal
to the commlittee had been suggested.

Mr. MecCall moved that n committee
be appointed to draw up a memorial
agalnat wiping out the bonnty at the
present moment.

Doubts

Bixty Persons Belleved to ‘Have Boen
’ Lost in & Qollision.

The Crew of the Wrecked British Ship
Henglst Landed at Liv-
erpool.

8an Francisco, Cal., July 12.—News has
been recelved here that practically settles
all Joubts regarding the [ate of the Brit-
ish ship Senegal. Captaln Thompson, of
the schoomer Mary C. Ross, now at
San Dlego, reported that on March 19,
when in latitode 30:17 north, 119:8 west,
the Russ was in company with the over-
duoe shlp for several hours.. As night ap-
proached, a severe northwest gale éprang
up. It blew with terrific violence through-
oot the night, causing the Russ to lay-to
under short eall. A tremenduons eea
+waa running. When morning dawned the
weather had moderated, but the sea was
very lumpy. The air was clear, though
a scarch wase made for the Senegal, the
glnss falled to locate her. Captain Thomp-
son belieres that the vessel must have
shifted her ballast and gome to the bot-
tom with all hande.

As Is nsoal with all vessels at &ea,
the Semegal bad taken om ballast, whih
wai, fine sand scooped from the bay.
This soon dries and it shifte almost like
water, Some tlme ago n salling vessel are
rived with an wunofficlal relx))ort about
some floating wreckage seen by the first
officer at night 150 mlles or so off this
point, and which the first officer described
as apparently the poop deck of a ship,
This bit of wreckage was generally be-
Heved to be a part of the Senegal.

Arrival of the El Norte.

The Morgan Line steamship El Norte,
Captaln J. W. Hawthorne, from New
York, with a genemal cargo, consigned to
the Southern Pacific Company, bas ar
rived In port. She reports having salled
July 7, at 4:25 p. m., hod northwest
winds to cape Hatteras, followed by east
and morthenst winds and cool weather to
latitude 30, thence varlable winds with
fine weather to the bar, crossing at 11
4. m. and arriving at ber wharf at 7
p. m. yesterday. July 8, north of
