BY CHIEF JUSTICE NICHOLLS,

No. 11,517—Wlidow ¥. Lucoste et nl. vs.
Widow A. Guldry et al.—Un Rehearing.—
A re-examiuution of this case has brought
us to the cvoneluslou that the Interests of:
justice would be beat subserved by set-
ting aslde the judgment beretofore ren-
dered by us, 8o as to remand it to the
jower court for further proceedlugs lo
gome respeets.  We thlok that under all
the fnets of this speclal case, we did uot
pufflelently toke iuto conslderatlon the
south of the defendant In deallng with
his congent to the marringe whben threat-
ened with eriminal prosecution. Int re-
mandlog the case we think It not awmilss
to sny thnt defendant’s departure for
Europe after the marriage and ofter this
gult was lostituted and placlug himself
peyulla the reach of eriminul prosecutivn,
which was stayed h{ hls marrlage, was
one of Lhe facts in evidence which,
though not mentloned in the opiolon, ut-
tracted our attention and impressed us
very unfavorably aegainst the clalm that
the prosecution was utterly vold of. all

foundation. We thlak It rlght that the
netunl relations of the parties prlor to

A BENCH WARRANT ISSUED.

Mr. David 5. Ferrls, son of I.. M. For-
ris, came before Judge Ferguvson Fester-
day, accompanied by Mr., Jumes Wilkin-
son, attorpey-pt-law, and swore to an
aflidavit charglng “that Harey. M. Tayne,
on the 12th doy of Februoary, 1895 In
the jurisdictlon of the criminal distrlet
court, in the parish of Orleans, state of
Louisiana, wilfuly, felonlously and of his
malice aforethought, did kiH and mur-
der Lindley Murray Ferrls, contrary to
the form of the statnte of the atate af
L{J_}ﬂslﬁnn in gucl cases made and pro-
vided.

BROUSSARD CONVICTED.

‘When Judge Moise opemed court yes-
terday moruiog, the defense In the case
of state va. Alexander Broussard offered
four witnesses, Mesars. W. J. Barrett,
H. Terrebonne, Henry Andre and Wm,
Stephenson, who testlfied as to the good
character of the aeccused.

Argument was then begun. Disirict At-
toracy Butler beld that a clear ecase had
been made by the state, and that there
was 10 other verdict to béa rendered but
that of “‘gullty.’’ :

Attorney J. Madlson Vanoce made a
strong and elol.{uent .appeal in favor of
blas client, statiug that the accused, a
mere youth, was sctuated by a sudden
attack of amger when lie committed, the
awrnl deed of murder; that he was, at
the moment he met the woman, lnboring
voder slirong emotlon, brought aGout by
Lier faithlessness te him. 5

While couhsel for Broussard was ad-
dresslug the Jury. a pathetic scene was
suddenly sprung in the courtroom. The
mother of the nccused, overcome Ly the
meptal straln of the trial, - upstarten
from her seat In ihe conrtroom, and
falilug on her knees In the aisle, erled
out, “Gentlemen of the jury, please doun't
'h“".‘f. my son! Please don't hang my

The aged woman was gently led away
by deputy sheriffs and given a seat in
the sherlff’s office.

Mr. Butler closed for the state, ond
the judge having delivered hls charge,
the jury retired to deliberate. 4

At' 3 o'clock the jury came Into court,
and through M:, A, 8§ Andler, iheir
foreman, asked for the following in-
structions: “‘Please define ‘malice afore-
thought.” " ““What I3 the dlfference be-
tween murder sod manalaughter?” “Un-
der what cilrcumstances can a verdlet
of gullty without capital punishment be
brought iIn?' .

The counrt Instrocted as requested, and
Mr. Vance asked ‘that 2 apeclal charge
he glven, “that the jury can at any tlme
bring In a quallfied verdiet.”

Judge Molse refused to chiarge as re-
quested, and a bill of exception was re-
served,

Al 4:4% o'clock the jury again came
into court aond retumed a vecdlet of
#iznlity wlithout capital punishmeot.'*
