THE GRANNAN CASE.

New York, Jan, 13.—Julge Osborne, of the
supreme court of Brooklys, te-day denled the
application for an injuoction made by Riley
Grannan, npainst the Westchester Nacing As-
soclatlon nod the New York Jockey Club
for rullpg Lim off the track. In his declslon
Justice Osborne says: 1 canmot see that the
etewnrds exceeded thelr authorlty. They had
o rule that such a thing should nat be dons.
Granpon  koew this and sdwmitted that he
violated the rules. I cannot ece that the
punisbment 18 excessive and I deny the appli-
cation.'’

General Bepjamin F. Tracey, Io preseotlog
the case. sald that under the civil rigbts act
of 1893 Grannan had all privileges of places
of amugement nnd that by a resolutlon of the
Jockey Club, the stewards raled him off the
track for making 2 preseat of $500 to Jeckeys
Tarul end Griffio.

Judge Oshorne, in bis oplnion, eays that It
{5 n rule of the Jockey Club that no presents
should be glven to the jockeys, apd Granoan
admitied that he violated It, The application
tor an injunction was denled, swith $10 costs.

Granpan's case was really n test snit, in-
volving the right of the Jiuckey Club 1o con-
trol 11# own affalrs, [If the stewards should
be found to bave no Tight in law to exclude
certnin persons from the prounds of Heensed
nssoclullons, government on the turf would
conge nnd crooked home owneie, protessional
gumblers and other (lsreputable persona might
run things to suit themselves.

Grannan avas raled off the turf becanse of
his pecuilar betting operatlons anl after a
sy nf testimony hnd been ke, the stow-
ards 10 not care to make publle the fncts
ohtnined, but excluded Graspan from all raco
eoritses om the speclfle chnrge that he pald
$500 to Jockey Taral, who was in the employ
of unotber turfmun. Thls was a violation of

rulea.
T'hll'u lhcﬂupminn af Justlee Oshorne the stew-
ards of rucing may exclude all persons from
the race courses who vielate rnles of the turf
gavernment. Grannan may take an appeal
from the order of Justice Osborne.

Stolen by n Sacrileglous Thief Last
Sundny Night,

If there Is any clew as to the sacrileg-
fous thlef who rtole the gemmed crown
from the head of the virgin's statue in
5t. Louls cathedra] at some time during
Sonday nlght, the fuet bas mot come to
light.

The article makes the theft what the
poliee term’dangerous, as it is bardly pos-
slble for the gullty to escape detectlonm,
and yet have the benefit of the stolen
property, ‘I'here has been a great deal of
tlme and effort epent on tne steal since
Mondny night, on the quiet, and it may
be that the detectlve force have consld-
arably more Informatlon than they chocse
to glve ont.

“Ihe report on the theft was made from
the second pollce precinet on Monday.
To It Is appended the statement that
F'ather Mighot requested the matler to
Ve kept from immediate publicity, It be-
ing the priest's 'den, acording to the offl-
cers, that ‘n that manner it would be
casler to run down the ewlprit. Actlng
on this request the ieport was suppressed
ar polleo headquarters, but the fact of
the steal leaked out on Tuesday.

The jewel was esthnated to be worth
about $1000. It was of gold and gemmed
wirh dinmonds and other preclous stones.
It is the presnmption that It was stolen
iy one quite familinr with the Prmnises.

about this crown., It has been on the
virgin statue's head for the past thir-
teen years, being the giff of Mre. Maounl
ilbert, llvinz on Mampart, between Du-

A BODY IDENTIFIED

Through the Description Published
in the Plcayune.

The Drowned Man Found at Pla-
quemines Was o 'Well-EKnown
Algilers Cltizen.

Yesteday afterncon at 4 o'clock Messrs,
H. Vezlan, J. P. Buhler and Joseph An-
seman left on the Grand Isle Road for
Polnte-a-la-Hache, 47 mlles below New
Orlezns, to vlew the body of the drowned
man found floating in the rlver opposite
Charles I'ox's plantatfon on the left bank,
where It was recovered from the river
ond burled on last Bunday. A descrip-
tion of the body wids published In the
Pleayune of last Tuesday, and opon read-
ing the account, Mrs, George Kepke con-
celved the idea that It was the body of
her brother, Mr. Thomas Buhler, who
hhd been absent since Dec. 13. The
Plcuyune artlcle was shown to other rel-
atlves, and & concerted actlon was taken

‘to develop the matter, when, as above

stated, the brother and brother-in-law of
the missing man, accompanled by Mr.
Joseph Aunseman, the funeral director of
Mr, Josepl ltutlly, left for the scene fo
view the body, aud, If possible, to lden-
tify It. At 8 o'clock lasc evening a tele
phone message was recelved from Mr. J.
Y. Buller that the body was that of hiy
missing brother, and that they would ar-
rive In Alglers on the Grand [sle passen-
ger tralo ot ¥ o'clock to-day.

The deceased was 3T years of age lost
March; was a native of New Orleaus, and
had reslded In Alglers for the past fifteen
years, durlng which time bhe was en-
gaged In the shoe buslness. About two
years ago he was confined in the Louls-
lana Retreat for two weeks, when he was
released as cured, and sipce which time
he was considered somewhat erratie, but
not lusane, He left home one month
¢zo yesterday, Intendlng to go to Hot
Bprings, Ark., for treatment for lodlges-
tion, from which hie was u great sufferer,
Shortly before leaving he sold out hls
shoe store to 'his brother, J. }. Buhler,
taking in payment prinelpally notes,
which hie lert In the hands of lila lawyer
in this city. When last seen he had on
his person a check on 4 New Orleans
bank for ¥150 and between $40 and $50 ln
cash, On Sunday, the day he dlsap-
peured, he ate dinper with his slster,
Mrs, (George EKepke, and attended serviee
at the church of the Holy Nume of Mary,
with his little nlece, He appeared to be
in goed spirkts and mind, and left his
vallse and jewelry at the house before go-
Ing off. No theory con be arrived at as
to the manner of his drownlng, and many
are loth to belleve that It was intentlonal,

Arbuckles Apply for o Recelver for
the Woolson Company.

Toledo, Ohlo, Jin. 13.—Tha Airbuckles
to-day applied for a recelver for the Wool-
son Cowmpany's plant. They also ask
that the compnany be enjolned from regls-
tering the snle of 1731 shares of atock,
andt hat the company be further restrained
from sclllng coftee nt the present price.
The Arbuckles also nsk that the presen®t
directors be restralned from uncting as
directors untll the matter ls determined
by the courts. The motion for a recelver
will be argued Friday.

In their petition the minority (Arbuckle)
stockholders make the remarkable sinte-
ment that finaing the coflfec business to
be maklng Hitle or no proit, they decicwl
to enter Into the business of refining
sugar, and that for sach purpose they con-
structed n plant in Brooklyn.
