Two of New Orleans’ most cultured
young lndlles have securced scholurships lo
the Peabody Normal Hchool, Nashvllle,
Tenn, They are Miss Augustine Aurlanne
and Milss Agnes Hyunes, This renowned
institution of learniug will resuwme its
course ln September. Its scholarships are
most eugerly sought after, for from Its
walls comeo forth some of the best In-
formed teachers In thls country, whose
pervices are ever In demand. Thero are
at preseut In the local schools three
teachers who were graduated from this
