The United States bonrd of Immligra-
tlon of the port: yesterday. rendered a
verdlet 'adverse to the . Englishman,

. Charles Brymmer Sclreiber, whoe landed

hera. Saturday. from Liverpool on the

© gteamer Leglslator under contract with

o San Antonlo firm of cotton merchants,
to act as thelr buyer and sampler. Ac-
cordingly Immlgration. Commlssioner
Montgomery  ordered tle master of the
Legislator to deport him.

The only stoy to be sccured to the exe-
cutlon ‘of this order Is through an appeal
from the declslon to the secretury of the
treasury. Whether or not Mr. Schrelber
will appeal- was not declded yesterday.

"Before the results of such a course would

liberate hlm, la case the secretary should
reverse the decision of the board, the cot-
ton-eeason of 1803 would be far advanced,
If not over, and the Englishman will
doubtless be gulded by this fact, or else
by his abstract deslre to try whethér eon-
gress mennt what the Dboard concluded It

did by its restrictlve Immigration laws.:

Ernest B, Kruttschnitt acted as at-
torney for Mr. Cchrelber before the board,
and when. seen yesterday by a Pleayune
reporter-he sald he did not know whether
or pot his elleut would appeal the case,

not Jegal or judictal, aud doubtless de-
sired to be on the sare side, and to leave
the final deeclslon to a higher tribuual,

*I am mnot prepared just at present to
furnish you a complete review of the
coge, and I do mot wish to garble my
opinlon of the law in the case, so 1 shuil
slmply reud you one or two extrncts fromn
the decislon of the supreme court, 50 un-
mistakable In thelr very nature as to be
impossible of any misconstructlou,

*I will previcosly say, without nny
prejudice . or reflectlon, thut had Mr.
Schreiber landed In New York, where
the greut Influx of deslrable hnmigration
Pours in, neeessitating 4 greater fammlijar-
ty with the law than would vaturally be
enfoyed by an otliclal bere, the present
case, In my opinlon, would never have
come up, ubd ar., Sehreiber would lhave
been ndmitted without any question of
his right so to do. - .

“It must be conceded that the act of
the corporation  (Church of the Roly
Trinity) I8 within the letter of this mec-
for the relatlon of rector to his
church I8 one of service, and Implics
lobr on the one slde with compensution
on the other.- Not only are the general
words lubor and -seryice both used, but
also, as it were to guard apgalnst any
narrow Interpretation afd ewphasize a
breadth of meaning, to them Is added

It |s a fa-
millar role that a thing may be within
theletter of the statute and yet not with-
In the statute, because not within
eplrit, nor within the Intention of Itms
makers. This has been often asserted and

the reports are full of eases.lllustrating’

its application. This I8 not the substitu-
tion of the will of the judge for that of
the leglsintor, for frequently words of
general meaning are used In o statuote,
words broad enough to Include an act in
question; apd yet a conslderatlon of the
whole .leglsintlon, or of the circumgtances
surronnding its ennctment, or of the

* absurd regults which follow from giving

such broad meaning to the words, mnkes
it unreasonable to belleve that the legis-
lator Intended to exclude the particular

act. .

“After clting n number of casen sub-
stantinting this well-known rule, the su-
preme court continues, ‘It will be seen
that - words ns genernl ns those used In
‘the first secon of thls act were by that
declsln | llmited,” and the Intent of

. econgress “with respect to the aet was

gathered partially, at lenst, from Its

. tltle. Now, the title of thia nct ls, “An
rolit

". leglslative

act to p bit the importatlon and
migration of forelgners and allens under
contract or agreement to. perform Inbor
In the United States, Its terriiories and

the Dlstriet-of Columblin.' Obrvlously the-

thought expressed In thia renches only to
thoe work of the mnnunl Inborer, as dl&-

tinguished from that of the professional-

msan.

“ ¢Aonin, another gulde to the menning
of n statute |8 found in the evil wwhich It
is deslmpned. to remedy: and for this the
eourt properly leoks at contemporancous
cvents, the situatlon ns It existed and as
it wne pressed upon the nttention of the
body. The sltnatlon which
called for thls statute -was briefly but
fully stated by Mr. Justice Brown when,
ns district jndge, he deelded the case of
the United States va. Craig! ‘The motlves
and history.of the act are matters of
common_knowledge. It had hecome the
practice for large capltallsts in this coun-
try to contract with thelr ngents ahrond
for the shipment of great numbers of an
ignorant and servile class of forelgn
Inborers, under contgacts, by whleh the
.employer agreed, upon the one hand, to
prepay their passage, ‘while upon the

.other hand, the laborers agreed to work,

after. thelr arrival, for a certaln tlme nt
a low rate of wages. The effect of this
wag to braak down the labor market, and
to reduce otner laborers engaged in like
occupatlons to the level of the assisted
Immigrant. The evil finally beeame so
fiagrant that an appeal wns made to con-
gress.for rellef by the pasange of the act
In qugstlon, the deslgn of which wns to
ralse the standard of forelgn Immigrants.
and to discountenance the migration of
those who had not sufliclent menns in
thelr own hangds, or those of thelr friends
to pay thelr passage,' " S
r. Kruttechnltt made a characterlst|-
cnlly emphatic pause here, ns If to permit
the niatural thought to come up as to
wwhether Mr, Sechrelber,  an Intelligent
young.cotton buyer and a useful and de-
sirnble-Immigrant, came within the Intent
of the Inw go defined. He then read on:
‘A singolar circumstance throwing light
upon_the Intent of congress I8 founmd In
thia éxtract from the report of the senate
commlttee on educntion and lnbor, recom-
mending the passage of the bill: *The gen-
eral facta and considerations which fnduce
the commlittee to recommend the passage
of this bill are set forth In the report of
e e —

oo o Children Cry for

Its

ihe committee of the house. The com-
mittea report the DIl back  without
amendment. nlthough there are’ certaln
fentures thercof shich might well be
chnnged or moiltfed, In the lope that
the bill may uot fuil of pnssage during
the present sesslon, Hspeclally would the
commlttes bave otherwlse recommended
amendments, substitoting for the words
Inbor amd serviee, wherever they oceut
In the body of tho bill, the words ‘manunl
lnbor,’ or ‘manua} service,’ ns suiliclently
broad to nccomplish the purposes of the
blll, and that .snch amendments would
rentove objectlons which perhnps n sharp
aml unfriendly eriticlsm mmay urge to the
woposed Jeglslntion,  The committee,
owever, bullcrln;f that the bill In Its
yresent form will bo construed as. Includ-
ng only those whose labor or service is
manunl In character, and belng very de-
pirous that tho bil become a lnw hefore
adjournment, have reported the bill with-
out change.” And the committee of the
louse, on the same leglalatlon, gall:
Tt serks to restralu and prohiblt the lm-
migration or fmportailon of labovers who
wonkl have never seem our shores but
through the inducements and nllurements
of men whose only object |8 to obtaln
labor at the lowest possible rates, regard-
leks of ithe soclal nnd material welle
belng of our own cltizens and regardless
of the evll consequences which result to
Amerlean lahorera from such immigration.
This closs of Immigrants care nothing
about our Instltutions, and, In many ln-
stanecs never even heard of them; they
are men whose passage 1s pald by the
importers: they come here under contract
to labor for g certain number of yearsp
they are ignorant of our soclnl cond itlon,
and that they may remnin so they are
Isolated and prevented from coming Into
contnet with Amerlenns. They are gen-
erally from the lowest soclal atratum,
and lHive upon the coarsest food and In
hovels of a character hefore unknown to
American workmen, They, a8 a rule, do
not beeome clitlzens, and are cectalniy
nnt n deairable acquisition to the bhady
politie. The Inevitable tendency of thelr
presence amony ud s to degrade Americin
lahor. and to reduce It to the level of the
Imported pauper labor.” '

Mr. Kruttschnitt paused agaln.

The above extract ia an enunciation of
the Intendment of the law under which
Mr. Schrelber, nn Iutelligent and edu-
cated Englishman, s to be departed—an
intendment * positive,. belog dectared by
the highest tribunat of the United States.
Mr. Kruttscbnltt elaborated on the case
and the applleation, but reqnested not to
be qnoted thereon yet. Hls argument
was (ireeted to the concluslon thnt the
deportation of the Englishman would be
an absolute perversion of the very spirit
of the law and extended n positive hurt
to the best interests of the country, dis-
couriging a most deslrable cluss of In-
tollirence from immigrating bere and
mnking Ameriea Its home.

On thls sobject Collector Wilkinson re-
marked: .

4mhe law, as at present amended, says:
Nor shall the provisions of this act apply
to prutcuslnnq? .actors, artists, - lecturers
or slngers, nor to persons employed
strletly as personal or domestlc gervants,
nor to ininlsters of any religlous de-
nomination, nor to persons belonging to
any’ recognlzed profession, nor professors
for collegea nnd seminaries.

‘“Phe chlef conteatlon In the ease of
Schrelber swas that be was o niember of
a recognlized professlon, namely, a cotton
buyer. The bonrd convened at the In-
stance of the Insnector of Ilmmigratlon
held that he dld not belong to the ex-
cepted classes, and that the occupation
of cotton buyer was not speclally a recoz-
nized professlon as contempinted by the

aw,

“Phig ofilce has been strongly In favor
of the stringent execution of the laws on
this subject, and I thionk the board of
Ingpectors dld not err in decldlng that
Mr, Schirelber diid not belong strictly to
o recognized profession such as the con-
tract labor Inw makes exceptions of. In
fnct, even membera of the Cotton Ex-
ehange who were consulted on the sub-
jeet differed on the question, scme hold-
Ing that a coitton buyer was a recog-
nized profession and others holdiong a con-
trary view.

‘““The last nmrendments to the contract
Inbor law were Pﬂ&s_&'(l by congress since
the deelslon of the supreme court In the
Trinlty church case.”

EDUCATIONAL LOCAL OPTION.

A Movement BHeing Agltated by
Prominent Teachers,

A reporter of the Pleayuno had a
pleasant half hour chat with Prof. H, E.
Chumbers, of Monroe, last evenlng, at
the Hotel Grunewald, where the latter
gentleman bas been stopplog for several
days past. He Is by no means n stranger
in this community, for he Is a natlve
Orleanian, taught school here for several
yeara before removing to Monroe, and
more latterly dellvered an address at the
mass mecting that was held In the
Academy of Musle several months ago by
the Ballot Reform League.

There I8 scarcely any other man In the
atate who has more deeply at heart the
advancement of the educatlonanl advan-
tages ,that are aceorded to Louislanlans.
He h:fs mude o study of the matter, and
Las traveled over every sectlon of the
atate, glving the subject of Improving
existing conditions his close and. eareful
attention, and it ls with regret that he
gtntes that the systema prevalllng are
woefully lacking and far behind those
of _other states, The state appropriatlon
does not permit of the schools in the
rural «districts belng kept open’ any longer
thun about three monthe of the year, and
the conscquence I8 that the cllldren are
deprived of those educational faclllties
that would Ot them to become useful and
bonored citizens,

There are some few places where su-
perior advantages exist, as In the parishes
of Caddo and Caleasieu, where the ecltl-
zéng, by voluntary contributlons, keep
up thelr schools, and accord thelr chll-
dren the ndvantages that they are proper-
1y entltled to.

In the parishes of Lincoln., Vernon and
Caleasteu there are no teachers employed
except tliose who have received a thor-
ough  tralping. There and fn &
few other places they have done. nway
with the old sentlinentnl Idea that used
to obtain, and satill does_In many dis-
tricts, that just beenuse John Brown Is
crippied or too old to work, the inhnb-
{tants found it Incumbent upon them to
make a teacher out of him, even if he dld
not have mueh *“book learnin’,” still he
knows enough to teach the children, who
wlill not reqnire mnch edueation at any
rnte. At Opelonsoa o healthy edueatlonal
spirit hns been ‘developed, and in evl-
dence of it the cltizens have had ervected
a muzolficent school structure at o cost
of $8000. In the city of Monroe there Is
n handsome three-story brick hizh sehool
that will eompare favorably with any of

the McDonogh school bulldings of New
Orleans. :
Prof. Chambers- la strongly of the

‘opinfon that this spicit would extend

to many other portlons of the state were
it not for the constitutional Inhibitlon
against the people taxing themselves even
for so commendable a purpose ag the lm.
provement of thelr- educational system.
The peaple knaw what they want, bhut the
great obstacle is, how to get It. He had
conferred with a number of teachers and
parties clogely identified with the eduea-
tlonal welfare of the state, and the lden
was suggested to him to enll a conference
of the most prominent educafors of the
atnte some time durlng the Christmaa
holidays, and from that number select a
commlittee which wii carefully consider
the matter. This committee ean draft a
hill for the conslderatlon of the next
leglsiature offering an amendment to the
eonstitution which will nuthorize local
optlon as to the people of any distrlet
{mposing a tax upon themselves of, say,
from 1 to G mllls for the !mprovement of
thelr echool sRystem. J

Such an nmendment was presented to
the people some elght years ago, but
rof. Chambers attribuotes lts defeat to
the fact that the people at that time
talled to recogmize the Importance of itg
adoption. Now, a8 they have had ample
time nnd opportunity to see that the np-
proprictlon nllowed by the state ls in-
sufficlent to malntnin the schools for any
longer perfod than three montha, and that
extra approprintlons from town counclls
or parish pollee jurles are vague and un-
certaln, governed entirely by the whims
of the members of such badles, he has
no doubt that were the amendment ngaln
g?tmtudlmmm the people yIt would be
adopted. .

THE HALEY - CAUFIELD CASE.

Thomas Maley and Peter B, Cnufield,
members of the city councll, convieted of
r:ohapirut‘f to receive a bribe, were
brought Into court yesterdny forenoon,
argument on thelr motlon for new trial
baviog been fixed for learlng. Messra.
J. C. Wulker, Evans & Duun and A. D.
Henrlquez, of counsel for movers, sub-
mitted the motlon without argument,
and it was taken under wdvisement by tihe
court.

Second—That aet No. T8 of the gen-
eral nasemhlf of the state of Loulslana,
u‘pPro\red July &, 1800, and whlch s en-
titled “An act to detine the erime of brib-
ery and provide penalties therefor,” re-
peals the act No. 09 of 1878 under which
the prosecution wus Instituted.

Thlrd—That the act No. §9 of 1878, nnd
under which the prosecution and indlet-
ment hereln was {nstituted and prose-
cuted, and. the verdlet Lerein has been
rendered, is repezled by articles of the
congtitution, of the stote of Loulslana,

FFourth—That the act under which this
prosecutlon was Instituted and carrled
onward, nnder which thls Indietment was
predieated and this verdlet herein was
rendered, having been repenled, these de-
fendants, and eich one of them, severally,
aver that no valld judgment can be ren-
dered on the verdict herein,

Wherefore, the sail Thomas Mnley and
the sald Peter 1. Caufleld, for the rea-
sons hereln ret forth, pray Judgment
herein, and that the Judgment of the
court here may he anrrested and that they
be hence discharged.

CAPTAIN DERBY’S TRIP,

The Lafourche Levees Found in
Filne Condition.

Captain Derby, of the United States
englneers, returned to the city yesterday
trom quite an extended tour of inspection
of the levees along the Missiasippl, be-
tween this elty and the mouth of the
TRed river. His journey brovght him even
further, and at bayou des Glaizes the trip
was ended. At thfs bayou there s a
large ecamp of convlets cutting out the
trees and stumps along the levee llne
and oluclng the levee In zeneral repalr,
Between the mouth of Iled rlver and
this elty there are twenty-two coatracts
uler wn]\‘. All are progressing very
sutisfactorily. -

On his return to the clty, Captaln Der-
by traveled over the Lafoarche llne and
found that there was but one aud one-
halt miles of levee which was not over
one and one-half feet above the Ligh
water mark., There {8 some fiftecn miles
of the levee lilne whieh falls short of
belng two_ and a half feet above high
water mark, while the remalader of the
Hne s hizh above the danger line,

The captain stated that with the wark
now under way and the work te be done
ihe Tafourche levees wouhl, without an
exceptlon, before the next high water be
over two and a half feet above high
wnter, ond In better conditlon than cver
befotre..
