The situatlon in Algiers yesterday was
truly touching. The smolderiug embers,
remnants of the borrible tire, had hurned
themselves away, and ouly the long for-
est of charred chimpers, the squares of
parched streets and the occasional lttle
plle of debris could be seen. They told
thelr own story of sorrow and soflering,
destitutlon and ruin. The fire had becn
” too hot for debris and even the wood-
work on the sides of the gutters had
melted into sshes. The bundreds of people
rendered homeless wandered the sireets,
while the quarters of the relief commit-
tee were crowded from early morning
untll nizht with a2 sorry looklng gather-
fng, people who each had some story
to tell of thelr narrow eseapes and thelr
pitiful condition.

When the citizens' fire rellef commit-
tee met oo Sunday night they had ar-
ranged to occupy 2 corper of the large
Masoniec Hall, at the corner of Ollvia
end Pelican avenue. A large table acted

as a counter and the unfortunates were
nushered luto the ronm and standing be-
fore this table related thelr expericnces
and the amount of their respective losses.

Ar. Peter Lawton, the clhairman of
the committee, had selected half a duzen
members to take cowmplete churge of the
distribution of the funds aml provisions.
At T o'clock in the morning the relisf
committec beguan its work, and nll day
lonz and until 6:30 o'clock at night ull
who applied were given what  assjai-
ance the committee found would be nec-
essary. Messra, H, Donnenfelzes, Jr.,
acted as secretary of the bureau, while
Messrs, I, T, Whitmore, Thomas 5. Hig-
glos, W. F. Umbach, T. J. Meoney anid
Frank A. Danlels were bis asststants.
Early in the day the committee secured
a blank which wae glven to each appli-
cant. These blanks contained ua seriea of
questlons. The name of the applicant
was asked, whether or nor lhe or she
was married, thelr resldenece at the time
of the fire, the number of children In
the family, thelr ages, the name of 1he
owner of the bullding, how mueh cloth-
Ing they saved, and hedding, and the
value of the loss. Then they were askoel
If they had any insurance and what re-
lief they required for the immediate
present. They were also asked the amount
it would require to restore them to thelr
former condition. Each applieant was
asked eanch question, and their names
and present addresses were taken down
by the actlng scerctary for futore refer-
ence. Every care was taken to make
knowno the actual conditfon of each ap-
pifeant, and none were sent anway with-
out having recelved assistance.

Early in the morninz, a few minutes
after 7 o'clock, the people began to ar-
rive. There were old men apd young
ones, women and little glrls, and a mmultl-
tude of negrees, whose household of-
fects, In many instances, had Increased
in valve with wonderfnl rapldity during
the hours of the nlght. £ was a1 pa-
thetle seene, but there was Innmor and
real comedy among all the sorrow and
guffering.  Flest there was a crowd of
men, women and children who had had
nothing to eat, and these were each fure
;I]Shﬁ'.‘d with elther money or orders for

A messaze was recelved from Mr. N,
Frey, of Ursulines and Chartres streets,
and Inclosed In the communication were
twenty-five tickets, each giving to the
holder 1 worth of groceries. ‘Then Lhe
L. Lazard Clothing and Shoe Company
notitied the committee that nll who mizht
apply woull be farnlshed with slines from

eir establishment, J. Frantman & Lo,
a bakery fir, sent to the c¢ommittee
B00 tickets, each for 10 cents worth of
bread. When the famitles bezan to ap-
ply for assistouce they were given these
tickets and the orders for groveries, be-
eliles money.

There were In all about 200 families
who applled for assistanee. In some in-
stancea thelr conditlon was truly pltl-
able. They had lost thelr all. = An old
megress cnme to the committee. She had
been liviog with her husbaod, and they
bad lost what little they owned. Since
the fire they have been lving on the
levee, and the old womnan wans slek and
cold.  They were almost starving.  An-
ather megress told how she had been
living, with s number of olhers, in a
wood shed.

Besldea rendering all the assistance In
thelr power to relleve the lmmoediate
wantg of the unfortunates, they uscd
every effort to have the 60-day law in
the Insurance contract removed in erder
that the people conld recelve the money
for thelr insurance as soon ns possible,
In many Instinees they were suecessful
and the BSun, CUrescent, Tentoula awil
Germanla Ipsurance Companles notitied
several members of the commlttee that
they would settle the elaling as =o0n s
possible, and would not delay matters
any longer than necessary.

'he London aml Liverponl nnd Glohe
Insurance Compauy at onee seat thelr
inspector to the kecene of the fire yester-
day nod settled the clafms. They yesterday
established aon offive In Algiers, nsing n
part of L. J. Peterson’s store, 518 Veret
gtreet. The Teutonin Cowmpany alzo begnn
the payment of the polleles yesterday,
and a8 fast as these arve brought In and
the cages lnvestignted the people are
given the money due. The readiness op
the part of the lnsurance people to settle
these clalms and give to the destitute the
money which they go nead his brought
forth an expression of unlversal approval.
The geoerosity of the publle angd the
rapldity with which the committes so-
curéed neslsinnee for the neody was the
one tople of conversation, On Sunday this
organlzation, composed of the most proml-
nent resldents of the town, recelved for
the sufferers during the twenty-four honrs
$8237, apd this amount has already bLeen
turned over to the treasurer of the eom-
mittee. Yesterday the committee agaln
met with great suceess, amd the sum of
81101 was secured, making a total of
$9424 20 In hand., This fund I8 belug used
for the Immediate wants of the resllents
of the destroyed district.

Until about o month
and o balf age they uad been lving fu
New Orleans, but they woved to Algiers
and opened a ratlor shop mud n cleaning
establishment, The old Ludy Is 05 yeurs of

age aud ber husband 5 .
When  the  fire  cane  these two
old people earried their furniture luto

the street,but they were compelled later to
move upgaln, and tnally they abandoned
myst of their preperiy and carried o few
thlugs over wear the levee, aud there
they watched their home crumble luto
ashes. All night they sat on the sidewalk,
and untll Il o'vlock yesterday they were
without nssistance.  Then some kind-
Liearted person gave the two oid people
sowethlng to eat and they were brought
to the Masonie Huall, where they were
miade as cowfortuble as possible, Then
thie old lady waus aken with a4 fever, and
baulf sick sbe wafted for ber husbaund
te return from this side of the river,
where he had gone to seeure o Lome.
Ve couuittee gave the couple funds
with which o wove and
euoigh tv last thewn for several days they
sturted out to make a1 new home in an-
othwer part of the elty. The old lady
seewed greatly grieved over the fact tiat
she luid pot the money with which to pay
the half monib's rent nr present due, vut
she added  that the amount would be
glven the owners of the burned house as
soon ae she could get 1t She did not bave
4 cent of jusurance on the furnlture,
siiviadere Capoding an liallan, s wife

apd  thrde ebiideen were Tfoawd at the
MeDonogh  schoul, on Allx, between
Verrgt anel Bermuda streets. During the
night, wheu the entire town scemed
dovmed, they bad  eft thelr buroing

‘e Ltallan woman was standing at the
front gute of
her Hitle boy bad been run over a short
time before by u passing wagon. He bad
tried tv cross the street when the vebi-
cle cawe upon hlm, and Le was thrown to
the ground and slightly Injured about the
Lead. Before the lre, she hiad lived ou
Seguin and AMx  streets, in 2 cottage.
Her husbind had been ewployed by the
clty as it Jaborer ou the streets. Un the
night of the fire,, gle was awakened
early aml went to help others save thelr
poods when her own property took fire.
When she returned, the flames had galoed
sych leadway that It was {mpossible to
secure much of the furniture. She jpud
her husband managed to save a fow
things, however, which are piled under
the basemment of the schoo!l, while the
Italians are living in the school rooms.

Another famlly quartered In the build-
Ing ls that of Muarshall Smith., He has
a wife, u son and his old wmother and
stepfather, They had been lving at 332
Pellean avenue, In a double house, next
to 4 AMrs. Vinet, a widow who has two
children to support Mr, Smith, sceiog
the fre wais such a distance away, took
it for grapted thot bis bonse wounld not
cateh and weunt to the assistance of the
others, His mother that nlght bhappeued
to zet out of bed and heurd tie bells
ringing,” and ‘then sbe lovked out of the
window aud saw the fire. The fire was
upon them before they realized the dan-
ger, aml they saved nothing but a table
aml a few chairs. However, their furni-
tuire wus Insured in the nterstate Assocl-
ation. i

The basement of the school s filled
with broken furmiture. a greater part of
which belopzs to.a Mr. H. Block., He
and his fawily, conslsting of a wife and
six children, lived on Delarondes street,
and hls famlly was suved with only thelr
clothing. “Tire children did not even Lave
their shoes on,

Dlach 'was employed as engineer at the
Marine Dry Docks, and on the night of
the fire was on this side of the river.
It was abont 12:30 o'clock when he siart-
ed home, and when approaching the ferry

noticed a bright light, Then when he
boarded. the vessel he came to the con-

eluslon that the fire was somewhere near
the mllis. The-.flames swept with such
rapfdity that by the time he reached
bis home e had but time to save a
fow of his effects. These were taken to
au cwpty Int, bt the fire came and they
were forved to move on around the cor-
ner, and again the fire forced them to
move thelr furniture. Even thls third
time the fire was approaching and all
the furniture remalnlog was taken to
the rehoo! honse. That nlght he and his
famlly remalned at the school, but slnee
then they have Leen living at the Sisters’
school, which §s a square away. He had
nn insurance on any _part of his fur-
niture. There are also 2 number of negro
familles living at sbe school, with their
hendful of elfects,

Over on. Slidell avenue and Verret
street is the other publie school. and
there also are a numbe:r of people Hving
The majority of them are negroes. Among
those in the schoolbouse Is'Ar. Thomas
Meehan and bis wife and four chiidren.
They puce lved at 335 Bermudn street,
which Is but a few doora from the place
where the fre started. On the nizbt of
the fre Mrs. Meehan heard the children
crying and, metting up, leard the fire
bells ringing and a lady across the street
opening the blinds The fady called out
that if Mrs. Mechan looked ont of the
window she could =ee the flames, and
followiug the suggestlon she did open
the window, but could see nothingz. Al
at once the fames Durst through the
windaws amd the tire began to spread
with wonderful specd.

e wiitd Was bowiu2 very heavily and
earried the Qawmwes direetly towards her
honge.  Seeing that tie bullding was Ia
danger she began to pack up a few things.

At first ghe did not think the houre was
In danger aml she weunt to the assistanee
af some of the nelghhors.  Fler husbanid
that nizht was stopping at the school, of
whiclh her mother is the matron,  Iler
mother wus visltlug friends and her san-
ln-law agreed to remaln at the wehool.
This kept him away from the house, but
when he saw (he five and heard the noise
he ran aod joined the members of en-
eine No. 17, amd helped on the burning
bullding. However, as scon ns he saw
that bis own house was In danger, le
abanidrped the tire company and reiuried
to his own home. There were a numuer
of people living nearer to the fire whose
praperiy was inomneh more dauger and
he at first belped them bring some of
thel= things oo s own house, The
frant room of the bulliding was packed to
the door and when It Lecame tlime for
him to move his own furnlture there was
ey space In the roomn for him to turn
avennd.  However, he earvied ont alowost
all of the furniture, including that of lis
fira nds, and brought them to the Pythlan
Hall, but within a few minutes the flames
eame in that divection and it wus thonght
snfeat 1o move the goods to a nelechbor's
residence. The lire agalu drove them out
apd a large empty Iot was made the rest-
Ing ground., That wons for a few minutes
only, for agaln the flmines eame with
wanderfil force and the furniture, In a
breken conditlon, was brought out to the
gehonol,  The liouse was owned by Mrs,
AMary Slone, the matron of the schaonl,
amd was insnred for 31035 In the Phoenls
Company. There was no losurance nn
the furnitore. Mrs. Meehan was maide
i1 Ly the exposure to the night. The
loxs nmounts to about $G00,

The nre also in the house an old negro
and his wife. They bhad been llving in
one: of those Inrge honses where numerous
negroes were  quartered and  they lost
everything they owned but thelr clothing,

There are, busides these Instances, nu-
merous others, equully ns touching.

Already there are cfforts being made to
rebulld the destroyed sectlon, and pos-
slhiy within a month or two the quarter
will .again be in a dourlshing condltion.
Afr. Frank A. Danfels, when spenking of
the fire aud Ita ppssible eoffect, remarker
that every plece of property would elther
bie rebullt by lts prescut owners or would,
be sold to ofhers Iving In the town. There
was i great Inek of sultable Jots for resl-
dence Dbetween  the river and  Market
street, awl e thought 1hat the fire svould
have a tendeney to Inerease the value of
the lund. Among the houses destroyed
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the school, und told how

were a number which were bullt when the
town was first settled, and the owners,
bavlng recelved falrly good rents, did
not care to wmualke lmprovements, even
though they might koow that by doing
go they could secure munch higher reuts,
Now that the fAre had wiped out the
dtstrict the owuers would bulld much
more expensive houses, and would jo-
ereage the general value of the locallty.
He had talked with those who owned
homes whiled were destroyed, and they
tiad told him that they svouid rebuild and
would place on the old sites bLulldings
which would be finer ln every way.

From this sentiment, and from wiat
knowtedge le hud of the people, he felt
gure the property would increase In value
about 25 per cent. Those who owned
resldences wanted to be pear the schools,
ferry and markets, and throughout this
burned distriet all these advantages ex-
Isted. For the prescnt be dld not think
thut the property would Inerease in Its
value, but by thirty days he was certuln
there would Le un lnerease, and also
within that time there would be half the
burned distriet in the course of recon-
struction.

While the fire was a great caiamity In
one sense of the word, it svoul? lmprove
ths town, and bring to It a class of resi-
dences which never before exlsted.

Mr. Manuel Aboscal, one of the largest

ropertyholders fn the town, and who
ost ten houses, stated thnt he had al-
reatdy glven orders to bave four of these
bulldings reconstructed. For the 1m-
meilinte present he thought that the
property would decrease in value, Lut in
the course of thne there would be an
improvewens, Those who owned houses
would elther reblld or sell their property
to those who would bulld @ne resldences.
The town would lose about 300 people ay
Inhabltaots., He wuas one of the members
of the committee to call upon the Ingur-
ance apgents and was teld by the Sun,
Crescent nnd Teutounin that they wonld
pay on demand, while the Merchants’
would pay as fast as possible.  The
Scottlsh Unlon, of Liverpool, wllech puf-
fered losses amounting to 283,000, would
bezin paying as soon as possille. The
tiermanla Company would do lkewlse.
He thought there would be a general
fecling to rebulld the distrlet, but there
are several properties whieh are Involved
in s'mxeessions, and <hese would possibly

remain tdle for some time.

The cominlttee will, in addition to their
work af retieving the destitute, add their
intluence towards securing for the town
o Jarge appropriation with swhick to
pulld a w('lll-('.quipped statlon and court-
house. They wish a modern boilding
constructed and fitted In o modern mao-
ner. Several of the citizens yesterday
neked menibers of the committee If they
would leud thelr assistapce, and It was
the general bellef that the committee
would pass some kind of resolutions with-
In a short time. Ior the present they
will confine themselves to helplog the
poor and giving homes to the destitute.

THE RELIEF FUNDS.
Aild Coming In Frecly and Belng
Wisely Dintributed.

When the citizens' fire rellef committee
came together lust night to foot up the
results of yesterday’s publle generosity
to the unfortunates they found a cash
total of $1,469 70 had been paid In to
the reljef fund slpece and excluslve of
-the payments yesterday morning printed
in the Pleayune.

Appended bereto Is a list of the addl-
tlonal benefactors and benefactlons.

The committee’s heavy work began last
nizht in real ernest. It was that of
passing upon the sioeerity and Jjustice
of cuch of almost 200 calls for aid.

The committee divided itsclf into sub-
committees by dlstriets, and the clalms
were distributed te these sub-commlttees
to pass upen a8 they were respectively
best qualiticd by reason of the places uf
{)esldence of the sub-committee’s mem-

era.

Diligent care was taken on the one
band lest generosity might be unscrupu-
lously imposed upob, aud, on the other,
that the will of the donors might not
be vlolated, and mo one go without ade-
quate assistance. The appeals had 1o
be taken up one by one and considered
and passed upon, and the work was a
blg job, but performed with the greatest
gond will apd care.

"The committee discovered last night
that there were a number of parties who
needed assistance but entered no plea for
it because of a mistaken fear that the
list of these requests would be published
by the press. These partles were very
sensitive over the condition to which the
calamity bad reduced them, and if they
do not get over it in tlme, 'ostmaster
Daniels, of the committee, last night
sald that the committee would huont
them up and present to them what the
blg-hieartedness of this metropolls would

fer.

THE PITY OF IT.
A Trip Among the Homeless Fire
Sufferera.

Homeless! It Is the toll of a hell, the
thud of a clod on a coflin, the sad word
that echoes through the blackened streets
of Alglers to-day.

Already In these columns the story of
thot friziitfnl fire bas been told, It wasa
fire that burned up poor men's homes.
1t found row upon row, block upen Llock
of little cottages, where thrifty bhouse-
wires had bung suowy curtnlns st the
windows® and trained flowers about the
doorstep, and it left In its wake nothing
but @ forest of blackened chimneys.

To-day the chlidren are playing a new
Fame. trmadtng the immense hoops thnt
vesterday were nbont the elsterns, and ald
negroes are poking and searching ambdst
the ashes for heaven knows what treas-
urey of these rufned homes,

The fire. from the first, buroed with
frightful rapidity. Peonle who went fo
the lielp of thelr nelghbors, not thinking
of danger to themselves, returned., In
many cugey, to find thelr homes In flamer,
Goods that were earrled out of burning
honses were wnved once, twiee, sompe-
timer n dozen time, and then Jost

A Pleayune renresentative who vislted
the reente yestenday fousid ene poor woman
siftlng on the fevee on n mattress, faith-
fully guarding three palm leaf fans, a
concertinn and a hat-box, sole remnants
of her honsehoid gowls.

“I aaved my hat," she explained. It
cast 83 and G bits, T enught a woman
walklog off with 1t. but T made her glve
it up. ‘I thought it was milne," rhe sald
T you'd thought so a Uttle longer, T
ﬂnlt!."‘}’ou'd found yourself in the lock-
u

After all, it §s tronhle that Is the touch
of nature that makes the whole worid
kin, and there svere mone In Alzlers Inst
night withont a roof to cover them. Al-
most every door waa on the latch to the
unfortunntes who had lost thelr all. and
there wns searcely a honse thnt dldn't
havt a guest within It. Those who had
no friemds to take them In were gheltered
{o the schoaol bulldings and at the Pythian
and Masonle Halls, and It was there that
one heard the saddest storles.

Forlorn llttle groups gathered about the

itifully small bundies that svas all they

ad_heen able to save.

*What have you?' apked th: reporter.

“Nothlng, nothing,” wns the ren'y,
“There wasn't no time—the house was
burning. I had no clethes, I borrowed
this walst from one npd this skirt from
another.” Or perhnps some one vwould
tell how stie pot the furniture In the
street and woved It from ouwe burning
block to anotber untl at last she could
move [t no further, and [t burned be-
fore har eyoes.

“Aly God,' sald one womnn, “I got my
rewlng machine in the street, nnd I beg-
ged them to tuhrow water on It. I said
fdon't let It burn. It is my living. but
it burned rigbht down luo a little plle of
ushes while I watched.”

Women whose houses are furnished for
them by professicnal decorators, and who
bhave only to order what Is most fashion-
able from the furniture dealer, lttle
know what the loss of ¢helr household
belongings means to the thrifty, poor.
No word has yet been colned for HNY love
of one's things. Yet It 1s a sentiment nsg
dear almost as lfe Itself. Every plece
of furniture, every bit of chipa means
thought and care nud planning and self-
denial that hes made It possible. The
bright earpet on the parlor toor, the cur-
taius at the window, the blg Bible ou the
marble-top center table meant “getting
on' in the world—that Ameclean fetich
to which we all biindly bow. It was this
that the fire awept away, and that broke
the bhearts of the women who were
“taklng help,” as they pathetlcally ex-
presa It, for the firet time in thelr lves.

“I'm 37 years old,” sald one woman,
“and last night for «<he first time I slept
on the Hoor with only a qullt to cover
me. Sec, thege broken things are all I've
got to start llife on agaln. It Isn't lke
'm not used to things, elther. Why, my
hnuse was just lovely, and I bad every-
thing from an oyster knlfe to a can
opener. This worning I didn't have any
thing to make coffee ln, and not even o
eomb to comb my bhalr with. No,
didn't go to the rellef soclety for help.
There aro those with lttle children that
need it worse, Thank God, my husband
has got a job." "

An old Ilndy who had lost ererf‘thl.ng—
houschold goods, clothes, everything, and
whose slck hushand had been curried
from Louse to house, sat beside a little
hundle and wept the hard and bltter
tears of old age because she hnd had to
ask for charlty., She had nat even a
pocket handkerchlef, and na she borrowed
one to dry her eyes from o more fortunnte
friend It secwmed some how to ndd a kind
of grotesgue pathos to the secene,

It s Inevitnble that eomedy should
tread upon the heels of tragedy, and
there were flashes of fun, that even these
homeless ones could not reslst as they
recalled the incldents of the fire. Theve
were tales told of peaple who risked thelr
lives almost to save a pet—deeds that
should entitle their performers to hon-
orary membership in the Soclety for the
Prevention of Croelty to Anlmals, One
woman rald she might have saved her
clothes, hut she ran back to drlve away
some frightened ehickens. Another stop-
peil to release her canary, which flew
away slnging, nnd another told with a

‘wlll not

tear and n smlle how she falrly dragged
her stubborn billy goat out of the tire,
beeause, as she nalvely sald, “he was

buman.'”

It 13 not nlone the poor, however, who
loe In such a flre. fOne ecan, perhups,
bufld back, brick for brick, and hoard for
Loard, the shell of 4 house, mt In the old
bome were souvenirs and memorles the
richrA of a Creoesus eannst bring back.
These are losses the fire adjuster cannot
sertle, and there are many such homes
Ir;f:l low In the great fire that swept Al-
glers.

TWO LIVES IN DOURT,
One of the Missing Children Being
Found Yeouterday.

Yesterday morning after doylizht there
was 2 thorough search made in the river
just, under the broken bridge, which
teads from the Alglers pontoon to the
ferry-house, but the men falled to find
any traces of buman belnge. The wreck
lay ali in a heap, with one end resting
on the river baunk Jo about a foot of
water and the other still nttached to
the platformz of the pontoon.

They found a number of ladies' dresses,
hats and umbrellas. One pocketbook was
n.so pleked up, which contalned a con-
siderable amount of money, und a lndy's
gold pin was also found.

Two of these were cblldren, while the
third wns a woman., Yesterday Annle
Mecina, aged 8 years, one of the little
girls who were missing, was recovered,

Hospltal street, and wesd on the bridge
when Bt eaved in.  Sho could not be res
cued by the woman, and as the Uitle

irl, after the excitement, failed to put

n an appearance, it was supposed at
she was lost. However, last might sho
was taken by frlendes to ber mother'a
home, on Ursulloes, near Chartres.

The fact that n woman was seen to
disappear under the pontoon I8 consgid-
ered an error, and the men working for
the ferry company positively deny that
any one was lost. However, the little
girl Mary Lauwer, who Js 11 years of
aze, hus not as yet been found, or, If
found, the fact has never been made
publlc.

Yestoerday afternoon men were placed
at work on the wrecked bridge, and by
evenlnz the debris was -temoved and
work within a few days will be started
on a Dew companlonway.
