Some time ago Commiesloners Slmpson
and Piltet, of the fire board, were sent
ug o commliitee to look Into the fire de-
partment of Alglers, and they reported
at the next meeting of the board that
the department at Algiers was badly In
need of lmprovements. Any one who saw
the fire which raged In that little across-
the-river city last night, costing nearly
£10,00), would certainly agree with these
commissioners that a better system was
badly needed there.

Last mizht a fire broke ont lop Alglers
about 10:30 v'elock and continued burn-
Ing until nearly 2 o'clock, destroying in
the course of HNs ravages nearly two
blocks of residences aond stores, and with
It over $MHN) worth of pruperty, not In-
cluding a lot of furalture,

The five departinent of which that clty
boasts proved utterly unavailable, aud
the Jire buroed uutil there was npothing
Ieft ror flames to feed upon.

Promptly at the first alarm the fire
compauoles, of which there are only three,
tiroed  ont. Engives Nos, 18 and 1
stuck In the mud before they had gone
a Dock, awd but for engine No. 17 the
fire would bave been much mwore taphd
it I's progress, Uhis cowpany, ad Iv has
dene in the past, ran its engine down to
the river, onte a flatboat, through
nearly haff a mite of hosv, reached the
lire in time to Intercept it at every cor-
wer. The hrisk wind from the southeast,
however, wos too much for the vallunt
little engine, and despite s steeam, the
dres  continwed to burn until all’ the
uvniluble material ke been consumed.

It was a very pitiful sight, the fames
ragiug all shoot, women and cbtliren, as
well us wmen. stunding belpless while the
fire destroged all their possesslons, none
;1!\[_0 ta lend a staying hand.

The fire started in the little one-story
frame hpuse No. 68 Bouny street, spread
rapldly and before any fire company put
