; THY SAUVE DISASTER.

Colonel C. L. Walkor, chairman of
the special committes avpointed to in-
veatigate tho causo of the disaster on
the Iﬁiuuia Central Railroad ot Sauve
station, and to suggest remedial

mons-

far us possible, the recurrence of such
a fearful nccident, liaving carried ont
théir instructions us fully as posgible,
madae the following report:
This'disaster occurred on the night of
Juns 19.at aboat 9 o'clock,on the illinois
Central Railrond at Sauve s¥ation, five
miles above the .city, resultivg in the

sovere injury of several otliers, ona of
whom died the next mormng.

The accident was caused by a bralke-
man neglecting to close the switch,
after his freufht .train had been side
tracked to allow the southbound ex-
press train to pass, |

This fast mail train was over an hoar
Jate, was making up time; and must
i:a.m Leen rtnning about forty miles an

our when it struck-the opem switch
ond croshed into the freight train,
cansing the terrible wreck.

Your committee, while aporecinting
the fact that it does not lie within its
province to act as m grand inquest,
Btill feel it i8 only right and proper
that they should give some expressrnn
toa buliaf which huas- beewr generally
discnssed, and has become pnglio prop-
erty, that theo_disaster at Sauve sta-
tion]\vaa cnu?ed by t]lw grosa criminal
negligence of anemployee, or cruployes,
of the Illinois Centrnl i;.nilroatl. el

While we do not overlook the fact
that such n disaster is not only deeply
deplored by all of the officials and em-
ployes of a railroad company, and that
1t 18 .an awfully impressive lesson to
them, and mnat natarally be a strong
incentive to their devising.and using
every means in their power to prevent
its recurrence, .

§till, we are mnch more deeply im-
pressed with another fact, that the ed-
ucation ‘of A railroad corporation
through its disasters at the cost of life
and limb is an expense of snch a char-
acter that it eannot be tolerated or re-
ceive a monient’s con sideration.

Railroad companies shovld not only
protect the running of their trains Ly
strict ronlea and regnlations for the
guidance of their employes, but at the
rarue timo should use every practical
spplinnce known in rTailway eervice

that will serve as acheck on the faith-
fnl carrying ont of these orders, and

thus throw every safeguard aronnd
railroad travel, - )
Believing that the suits which follow
gl acchlents will bring out the full
facts of thisase, and that the proper
antbontieg will in dae time take the
necessary steps 'to nlace the responsi-
Vility where it belongs, we do not feel
called upon to offer any snggestion in

regnrd to this poiunt,

and property in_ railrond travel: the
engineer on o moving trajn should know
ot all titnes the conditibn of the track
over which he is Tunnjng. nand should
not-be left to take it for granted that
switches arein their proper position to
allow the passage of his train in safety.

Second—That as an eogineer oun’
only gain this knowledge by the did-
=plny of asignal that would indicate thb
position of the switch, thaot there
should “be placed on every alviteh
where trains pass ot aspeed grenter
than six " milesa an hour an automatio
signal, to be operated by the opening
and closing of the switch, s that it
would indicate its position-at all times,
both day and night,

Your committes are aware that anto-
matio switch signals pre not in general
use by railronds, and on that account
fuol that the abeence of such signal on
tho switch at Bauvestation should not
refloot serionsly on the Illinois Central
Roilroad Company, Norisitourinten-
tion that other matter contained in tbis
rqurb should so reflect, bnt should be
taken ss applying to railroads in
general, - . .

s Atthe same time we_ firmly believe
that had such a s1gnal been in place on
the switch at Sauve station on the
night of June 19 Inst, that the engineer
of the soutli-bound express train wonld
have beon warned by the .position of
the signal that the switch was open,
and would have stopped his train and
a.vurtﬁd the frighttul disaster that oo-
ourred, ]

The use of antomatic switch signala

safeiy of railroad travel, thut o short
description of one is thought not to be
out ot place. It consists of a mau’ﬂ'
diso puinted white and red, nod a bull’s
eye showing a white and red light,
mounted on n frame, which should
stnnﬂ.dat _guﬁlﬁi&hlt height above the
ound to be p ¥y secn,
m’l‘ha sigual is chpuged by ths move-
ment of the switell; when it is closed
and in proper position for trains run-
ning on the main line to pass in safety
the signal shows white; sither a white
dise by day or a white hgiht. by night.
‘When the switch is open it shows red,
sred diss by day or a red light by
night, which indicates dangerto any
trains attempling to pass ou the main

me.

Wo understand-that the proper signal
can be secen over level country at.a dis-
tance of two miles, and that o train
runoing 40 miles sn hour can be
broughtto a full stopin s distance of
from 600 to 800 feet. it is certain that
it can be soeu by the engineer iu ample
time for him to’'step his train befovre it
reaches the danger point. :

It is an nndisphted faot that by the
use of an automatio switeh signal to be
operated by the opening and closing of
tﬁa sfitch. greater safety would be en-
sured. ., i )

"I'he nse-of asignal wonld bring the
handling of the switch and its position
under the notice of four personsinstead

of onei’
b First—Tho brakeman who bad to
the prominence of the signal, be more
aptto close ‘it pmﬁarlg. and if he neg-
lected to do so. the siynal would Dbe
moro likely to attract his attention or
that of some of the train crew, .
Second—The conductor of the 'side
tracked train could see the signal with-
out'lenving his train, and know by its
position whether the switch had been
properly closed or not, nud that super-
vision weuld bo a part of hid.duty.....,
‘Third—The ongineer ol.a train run-
nung on n siding, where automatio
switch signals are in use, looks baclk to
the end of his tralpn aod is guided Ly
tho change of signul from red to whits,

and when the change is made he
knows that all his train hss beon
lénving it

pulled from the main track
clear, and comes to o stop. f;’ ho bacles
his train on the siding, his, engine,
being the last to leave tho main track,
brings the signal directly under lis
eye, This.in,itself ia o check on the
proper handling of o switch,
YTourth—The engincer on the moving
train, haviog the sigoul as his guide,
could seo its position and know how
the switch was set, and have timely
warning of danger in case the switoh
was left open, and both the brukeman
and conduotor had failed in their duty.
In the wse of switch siguals, wo bo-
lieve that the sngineer on the moving
train should be gunided entiraly b
them, and that to make them moro et-
fective no other signals should be in

sight.

i‘or that reason all'sigual lights on
the side tracked train should bo shaded.
Also, the headlight of the locomotive,
for that being such a glanmﬁ light,
it naturally has a tendency to distract
the engineor's attention, . .

There ia no doubt by his having only
the switch sigonsl in sight, that it
would give greater surety of his read-
wf it correctly, .

t must be remembered that the sight
of alieadlight on a side track isin itself
o guarantee of aafety to the engineer
on tho moving train. It anya to him,
wo are out of your way; the road ius
clear; come nhead. And having passed
tho same fowilior hendlight, perhaps o
hundred times or more without acci-
dent, ho
on it rushies ot o torrible paoce, if all'is
well it passes in a.flash, but if the
switeh stunds en there follows .a
crash, and a mighty power has expend--
ed its force in wreckage aud disaster,
which possibly 18 soon made moie ap-
palling by the sight of silentt fignres ns
they lic by the trackside, evidencing
that throuogh the carelcesness of man
there lina been o blottivg out of some-
thing that can never bo recallod.

Kailwaya have only beon in success-
ful opegation since 1530, while steam
navigatfon has been a commeroial sue-
cess pince Fulton's Clormont plowed
the waters of the Hudson in 15807,

Thest twepty-three years of added
experionce in the handling of steam
vessels hna developed the fact thut to
inaure safe navieation it was absolute-
ly necesaary to provide n code of sig-
nals by steam _wﬁm;le, bella sod lights,
to guard hgoainat employes having to

on the carciul
duty. x

Ouo of tho strictest laws governing
steanl navigation is that pilots ofsteam
vensels, in passing ous another, must
blow a signal tosindicate their course
and prevent collisiou, and no matter
how sum-theg' are of Leing able to pass
in_safety, the proper signal must be
sondded and answered before they can
proceed on their conrsoe. .

From the costly experience of switeh’
accidents, it seems to na that 8 similnr
rule should govern railways, calling for
signals wlhienever it was pecessary for
ona train to piass another waiting on a
gido trock.

Therefore, if the lights of a side-
tracked train are shaded, and the en-
Elnccr of a moving train on approach-

ng a siding or mceting point is com-
pelled to blow asignal in order fo find
out if tho train he ia to meet is there,
and the road is clear; and is not ailowed
to proceed witnont receiviog the proper
signal, you will have succeeded in pro-
viding an additional safcguard against
.switch accidents.

. This, and owing to the absolute neces-
ity of his beingin the full possession
of the sense of sight and hearing in
particular, that his hours should beso
regulated that his time of rest will be
suilicient to refresh him, so that when
he takes charge of his engine he will be
in possession of his faculties in their
fuli.vi;ior. and be physically able, in
the full rense of the word, to perform
his arduons duties. . ;

That neither on account of his own
desires, or the meed of his services,
shonld the necessity for his taking the
proper amount of rest be overlooked,

We hold in the highest tespect, and
fully appreciate the responsibilities and
ditlicaliies of the posiion of a locomo-
tive cugiveer, and our ouject is to aid |
him and every railroad emplore, and !

In considerifdg this matter we nre
deeqily improssod. with the beliof that
the koy to many railroad disasters lle
in employes being compelled to take
things for - granted, for the want of
proper signals to guide them in their
work. And svhere signals arv used, b‘]‘;
their becoming .ineffuctive throug
being confused with the glare of head-
lights and sigonnls of waiting trains;
and, in some cuses, by employes being
allowed to wundertnke work which
from the Inck of the necessary hours of
Test, they are not physically able to

perform. ! .
_ With the faots before us, that the
‘use of automatip signals would throw
mony safegunrds around the proper
handling of switches, and ina great
moasure deoresse the chances of acci-
dent to, moving trains, by open
switohes, your - committes would
suggest that o sot of resolutions be
drawn up memorializing the state
legislaturs that o law be enucted to
regalate this matter, moking it a crim-
dual offense for any railroad within the
liniits of the state to have or place ony
switoh in their track, where traius pass
at & speed greater than six miles an
hour, without 8 good antomatic sig-
nal that conld be plainly seen-by the
engineer of & tnoving train at-suflicient
distance to give him awmple time to
bring Lis train _to o fall stop before
reaching the switeh, "

Your committee have treated this as
o matter colping within the boundnries
of their own atatar but. the subject im-
presses them as being go fur reaching in
oharacter and of snch grave lmpors to
the safaty of the public in gencral that
they beliove ilie regulation of awitch
signals by Jaw.ehould:not only. apoly to
railroad lines in _our own state, but to
every line.of rnilroads in this country,
and that the subject well deserves the
serionscousideration of congress in con-
neaction with interatate commerce, and
therefore would advise that o copy of
this report, if adopted, be forwarded to
our senators and representatives in con-
REB' 1} - :
After considerable discussion tho re-
port wes ndopted and the commijfteo

BOTH PARTIES FINED

Recerder Lon Disposes of the Charges
Made by Jacob Baker and Mrs.

/Shay Agalust Each Other,

At 9:n'clock. yesterday morning Re
corder Lea, of the fifth recorder’s conrt,
called the cnse of Jaceb Baker, brother
to+Philip Baker, the murderer of Mrs.
Nelson, who was chorged by Mrs. Dan
Bhay with insulting and oursing her on
tho 25th of lust month, on Hampaon
street, near the corner of Washington.

The cage, it appears, grew out of tho
murder of Musl:Nelson nud the trinl of
PlLilip' Baker for the crime. .

Mrs,Dan 8itay wes the flrst witness
placed upon the atand, and her testi-
mony went to show that scon after the
Nelson murder and the arrest of Phili
Baker, Jacob oame to her house ang
asked her to’ “tustify in favor of lis
brother, :

He offered as an inducement $250,
Bakor desired Mra. Shay to go to the
criminal court when the casecame up for
triul and stato that on the night of tho
murder Noelson refused to go in the
grocery and ece his wife, giving na o
rearon that he knew all nlong thut she

ad beon too friendly with Buker. llo
alsbd wanted Brs. bhay to stato that
when Nolson was seen, just after thoe-
murder, his shirt was covered with
blovd. Mrs. Bhay refused to cowply
with the man’s wish and ever since n
foeling of hostility has existed butween o

On the 2d of last month Mrs, Shay
claims, at about 6 o'clock in the oven-
ing, Boaker insulted aund curacd her in a
moust -outrageons manner. Mra, Shay,
aftar_tryinﬁ to get the man away, blew
'n police. whistle and Acting Sergeant
Lartigne came and arrestod Balrer.

The sergeait stuted on the stand that
Baker was somewhat drunk on the
abovo date and wude a great disturb-
ouoe on his way to prison.

Jacob Baker wus then put on the
stand and told ‘an altogether different
story. e said he wos liot-urning from
work on the 25th of July, and stooped
down in front of- his residence, which
i8 on the opposite sido of the strect
from Mrs, Shay's, to kiss his littls ohild,
and Mra, Shay sald from her gate,
“Look at the fool.” Baker asked her
what she meant, and was nnswered
that she mennt to get bim into trouble,
.Baker claims thuat he then went into
the houss, nnd when the polloe whistle
was blownr came out to sce what was
the matter and was arreated. He de-
nles that hie attempted to bribe the
affiant, and was not drunk on the eve-
ning of his arrvat. He had made o
connter affidavit against Mrs, Shay for
ifisult and abuse, und olaimed that on
the evening 0of his arrest sho cursed
hiw from the timwe he came in sight to
the time of his nrrest. . .

T'ha pii;ht of
June 29 was o bright one for Algiors,
but the district had not gotten used to
tho glare when, carly in tho oveninﬁot
July 4, aftor burning for five nights,
the h;tilta all went out again, and the
town hasremained in darkness since.

Desultory . chats with city hall offi-
elnls and councilmen las adduced the
fullowing tacts: ;
