Among my letters I find one from a
relative at Vienoa, who hos had an op-
portunity of sceing aud speaking to the
empress sined her return to the Austrian
capital, and who writes with great:en-
thusiesm concerning mot only the excel-
jent health of mind and Yody “of her
majesty, ‘aund zvout her youthful appear-
ance, but especially about her oaptivating
volee. In view of the {mportance  which
s nttached all over the world to the say-
ings and the speech of emperors and em-
presses” and of kings and quecns, it hus
often been a maiter of surprise to me
that so.lfttle shouid have been written
about the wvolces of royal persounages.
There are two which are especlally re-
markable ‘for their charm and for the
exquisite modulation of their tone, name-
iy, those of Queen Victorin and of Em-
press. Ellzabeth.,. The Jatter invarlabiy
speaks very slowly wand very softiy. 1t
is almost n whisper, and yet every word
Is clear and: resches the ear of people
standing even ut a. dlstance. She makes
no gestures, auwd what' sle says s inva-
rlably to the point, somewhat startlingly
s0. It 15'a volce tnat goes right through
those who Liear °t, and there Is no one
to whose tones L can compare it. There
18 no. condescensivn, mo afectution of
superlority, no trace of command in it,
and yet soft and aimost deprecatory as is
the intopation, it somelow or other con-
veys the impresslon that it belongs to a
woman who Is born to command, not only
by rcason of her imperial rank, but also
by what I may describe as the royal
superlority of her feminlue charm.
Queen Vietorla's volce 1s entirely differ-
ent. It 8 muda more suvery and riug-
Ing, although -it resembles that of her
Austrlun sister empress in carrylng very
tar without amy wppavent ewort. There
Is lkewise the .same clear enunclation of
every word, notiung is siurred over, and
it-1s not without reason that Britons are
wecastowned o tallk of *Queen’s Lnglish,"
as constituting what is best in their Jan-
guage. ‘Lilus, on the occaslons when she
bas opened parllament or otficinted at the
dedication of uny  monument or meworkal
bail, her volce las been heard by every-
one, . alihough she did not_geem to raise
it, whereas e prioce of Wales and the
other speakers were obilged almost 1o
dhout, to-make themselves heard.
Queen Vietoria's volce, I may add, 1s
exceedingly winning when she chooses to
be imcluus, attoough it can be sharp
and Twperious fn reproof, as several great
dignituries of' the reaim have repeatedly
found to thelr cost, and it entlreiy lacks
that especles of harsgh guttural tone and
accent wlich are so remarkabie in the
volee of the prince of Wales and of hig
brothers and'slsters, -

Kor some reason or other the emperor
of  Germany has Inherited the same kind
of accent and tene as the prince of
Wales, and thelr viiees resemble one an-
other to such w0 ¥*'™"" that, from an ad-
olning roow- it be almost impos-
sible to disting.. a.. Empress Fred-
erick'se volee, 1:nv .l of her sister, the
marchloness or. Lurie, whlle to a certain
extent guttural, Lus nevertheless intond-
tions that are meant to be caressing, but
wiich fall to prodoce that effect. The
‘member of the British royal famlly who,
next to the queen, has the most Hnely
moduluted voice, 18 undoubtedly the duch-
ess of Leck. “'he king of Belgivm's volce
is soft, but yet a8 cold and coarmless as
his chargecter, and when be addressed any
assemwlly, the exertlon of his effort. to
make bimself heard is too apparent. .
Bo muny of my readers have had an
opportunlty of Learing the Infanta Eu-
lalla speak during her stay lu this coun-
try, that I need merely say that her
mother and sisters bave the same full,
warm tones nud generous volces, with
two exceptions, those of Queen Isabella's
‘hugband, King Franels, whose wolee is
more shrill and squeaky than is ordinarliy
the case with dwarfs and physieal freaks,
not had the opportunlty ot henring, must
naturally e as shrill as that of hls grand-
father, in view of nis tender age.

Nearly ail the members of the house
of Hapsburg 1lsp and slur over the pro-
nuncintion of their words, and it hoas
ndded to thelr popuiarity that many of
the archdukes and archduchesses, and
even emperors and empresses, bave oever
been able to rid themsclves of the dls-
tinetive Viennese nccent and soft-toned
patola of the lower classes of the Aus-

trlan capltal. Empress Eugenle's volce
tias greatly modified with age and iuo-
firmity, &1l her quickness and vivacity

of speech having disappeared, and It
has become very sort. Gentle, too, in the
extreme are the tones of the princess of
Wales, of her sister, the duchess of Cum-
beriand and of the eczarina of Russin, all
three taking after tleir mother, Queen
Loulse, of “Denmark, in tils respect.
Alexander the Third's volee ls, llke that
of his brothers, in Leeplog with bls stat-
ure, that is to say,.full-toned and loud,
and the same may be sald of those of
the late Emper.rs Wililam end Ifred-
erick, of Germany, although, at times,
they were wont to modulate thelr volces
to n degree of great gentleness. But
enough on this subject, and let me only
add that, with the solitary exception of
the emperor and empress of Aunstria, there
Is mo Buropean monarch who does not
speak the language of the people over
which he or sne reigns, without a foreign
accent, Eved the comte de Parls’ sﬁeech
tndicates the fact that he was brought up
altogether by a German mother, while
the vomtesse's acceut i distinetly Spuan-
ish., That of the Engllsh royal famlly
fs German, and the same must be sald
of the house of Romanoff, of Denmark,
of Queen Marguerite, of Italy, and of the
relgning houses or Henand nnd Belgium.,
The relgnlpg family of Sweden speak
Swedish with a French accent, while that
of the Present king of Portugal 1s dls-
tinetly ltalinn. £ ¢
The marqu's of Breadalbane, who has
just bad the Order of the Garter conferred
upon Llm by the queen, Is one of the
most magnificent and eniightened of the
members of the cld Scottish aristoeracy,
and holds the position of lord steward
of the royal household, the highest dig-
nity in  connection therewlth. Lord
Dreadalbane was perhops the one single
personnge whose nominntion to the Order
of the Garter can hawvi been equally satls.
factory both to the queen and to .ler
prime mlpister, for not only is he pere
sonn gratlssima at eowrt, hut he is also
a great friend of Mr. Gladstone, who is
eatly indebted to the =social efforts of
5‘;0 marchioness on behalf of his politi-
eal followers. Social nttentions in nine
cases out ol ten influence Eoilticm Yotes,
and o courtesy paid by such o great lady
as the marcbloness of Breadalbnne to the
wife of n member of purllament immedl-
ately places the latter in the service and
at the dlsposal of the party to swhich
Lady Breadalbane belongs, for menibers
of parliament generally vote {n accord-
ance with thelr wives' directions. Both
Lady Breadalbane and Lady Aberdeen
have invariably distingulshed themselves
by .the ndmirable alacrity with which
they have responded to the periodieal
appeals made to them to invite to thelr
houses the wives and daughters of tha
gentlemen who support Mr. Gladstone in
the house of commong, and one cannot
help feeling that the Order of the Garter
conferred upon tne marquis is well de-
served when one remembers the exer
standing hour Tfter
hour . at _the entrance of her drawing-
room at Harcourt house, with all possible
show of condlality, recelving guests In-
vited in her name by the otfielnl under-
strappers of Mr. Gladstone's party—guests
swwhose patronymies ghe failed 1o catch
whom she hal never scen before, and
whom ghe must secretly have nrayed that
ghe wonld never eee agaln, gt any rate,
Tt honse.
