H, Beanham, vs, the Preferred Accl-
dent Insurance Company, of New York.
Judge Parlange presided, and the jury
was an exceptlonally Intelligent one. This
case has occupled three days of the
court's time, o looger period than any
other case which has come before thls

‘tribunal slnce the beglnnlng of Its prescat
Besslon. - o
Thera were fourteen witnesses presented
by each slde. Out of the extensive testl-
mony adducd no fact which did not
come to light as publlshed at the time of
the lamented Captain Beanham's death
was developed. ‘'the contention was de-
vated to the Issue as to whether It were
possible for Captaln Beunham to have
-pecldentally  killed hlmself svith  the
weapon with whilch he was Ellled. The
facts of the case, of which the publle 18
well Informed, were made to bear upon
thls questlon by the respectlve counsel,
and the entire attentlon of the jury dl-
rected thereto, The weapon liself, a
bammerless pistol, was proouced in court
during the propgress of the examinatlon,
and the jury was asked to determine
whether It were possible for such a re-
volver to be aceldentally discharged. The
law of reasonable probabllity, the de-
fendant argued, was agalnst such a prop-
osition.® The piatol was loaded with blank
cartridges nond thrown asbout to demon-
s}rﬁn'al svhether the caps could be so ex-
ploded.

Failing to Designate

Any Brand or Standard, or to Pro-
vide for Tests,

Placing the Matter in the Hands of
Property Holders,

After the reading of the original ordl-
nance, Mr. Maille sald that In order to
Elve the city the bepefit of free competl-
tion In asphalt paving, he had o con-
ference with Mr. Humphreys, represent-
Ing the American llme rock asphalt, nond
they had gotten up the followlng ordhk

stitute for the one read:

Be It ordained by the elty councll of
New Orleans, 'That whenever the eclty
engzlueer Is directed to pave any street
In the city with asphalt, bhe Is hereby di-
rected to lusert In the sald speclficationa,
“*a concrete base of six Ipches In thick-
ness, covered with a wearing surface of
asphalt two and a half inches thick, ufter
it haa recelved Its multlple compresslon.

Colonel J. J. Hayes, travellng agent of
the Anchor Llne, with hendguarters at
Viezsburg, was In the city yesterday.
Colonel Hayes comes to the elity right
often, ns lhls business demands hls pres-
ence lere. .

Colone! Hayes was sought o.nt by o re-
porter and gpsked relative to the new
colony of Italion lmmigrants who a few
days ngo were carried up the river and
located at Sunny Side.

] gm raother glad thiat you mentloned
that subject,” suld Colonel Hagyes, ‘‘for
the peopie in my secfion of the country
are very much intercited In the success
of the new immigration enterprise. We
are all glad that the outlook ls so favor-
able for the enterprise belng o success.
It was feared for a whiie, when the
scheme first was made kpnown, that the
immigrants would nor be as gladly re-
celved there as deslred, on account of the
reputation which hns been glven the
Italluns by the many bad specimens of
them which have already come over to
thls country. But when the people saw
the new immigrants and saw that they
were aitogether a different clnss  of
people, tlhey were glad that they had
come among them,
them bratal, hurd-looking people, with the
stamp of the Malia upon thelr faces,
they were delighted at seelpg hooest, lo-
tell dgent foces, faces of men who were
hard worklog and Industrious.

*I was delegated to uaccompany the
party on the boat from this clty to their
new homes, and I must say that I never
sav a4 better behaved people than they
were. The women were industrious, and
the men were plain, praetical people,
who Qeemed to have an eye to business
all the while. All the way up on the
trip they conducted themselves a4 most
excellent manner, and when thé boat had
landed them at thelr new home, It was
really an interesting pleture. The people
seemed to feel, as they stepped upon the
shores of a new country, much as I
imagine Columbus, rthelr famous navl-
gator, must bave felt svhen he first placed
foot upon the soil of the new world. To
them It was an entirely nesy world. They
had, doubtless, while making the long
Journey from thelr native sunoy climes,
wondered what kind of a country they
were comlpg to. When they got out on
the shore, and enw the Lroad flelds of
grass, and the level, beaatifnl country
which for milles stretches about Sunny
Bide, there was a kind of devotlonal air
upon many of thelr fuces, as if they were
thankful that a kind fate had brought
them to snch a spot, where Dame Nutore's
adornments stretched out before them In
such loveliness. One of the tirst things
done after they landed was to return
thanks to God for the kirdness which lLie
had bestowed upon them. The people are
a much more religlous folk than one would
suppose, and secmed imbued with that
high conception of morality and God and
thinzs rellglous that characterizes all good
cltizens.

N. McCray, agent
of the 8. I'. C. C., who took the child
away and placed it {n the charity hos-
pltal, where the unfortonnate young
sufferer wlll recclve most merclful care
and attention.

The cose was brought to the notice of
L Dr, Clay, presldent of the S. P. C. C.,
‘by nelgibors of the Carmett family, who
reported that the children were often
beaten by the colored woman, and that
little Cellne, slick for several weeks, was
sadly neglected. Mr. McCray called at
the place and found that the Informa-
tlon sent Dr. Clay was true. He met
with a gruflf recaption from Carmett. who
:lhrga tened violence If the chlld was taken

way. .

A few days ago Dr. W. L. Stevenson,
at the request of Dr, Clay, examlned the
child and gave a certilieate that the
little girl was i, and that she should
be removed from her unhyglenle sur-
roundings to the charlty hospltal for prop-
er treatment and attention, otherwise her
life would be In jeopardy.

By virtue of his commission as g special
officer as agent of the Humane Soclety,
Mr. McCruﬁ resolved to save the llttfe
girl from her deadly surcoundings. Ac-
cordingly, In company with a reporter
of the Pleayune, Mr. McCray entered the
Carmett domlclle yesterday afternoon,
without much ceremony, and demanded
possesslon of the little sufferer. The
fatbher was absent, a fortunate clreum-
atonce because of his supposed belllcose
temperment. He would not have fared
very luckily If presenl, however, to ob-
Ject, for Mr. McCray was prepared and
determined to save the babe..

It happened that the c¢olored woman
and a white mapn, brother of Carmett,
the only grown persoas In the bhouge,
were a8 submissive as poaslble aond al-
lowed Mr. McCray to carry the child
away. Mrs. Lang, the kind-hearted neigh-
bor, gave a large gicce of canton flan-
nel to wrap llttle Celloe In, quite snug-
ly aad warmly, and thus protected
ngalngt the cold, the mlte, uncomplaln-
Ing and big-eyed with wonder and with
long suffering, was lifted Into the strong
armA of her dellverer.

She was soon placed In the waifs' ward
In the charlty hospital, her pleading,
poulful eyes seeming to thank the sweet-
faced Sister of Charity as she tenderly
recelved the small sufferer and lald her
on o cot and procceded to make her snog
and comfortable.

Dr. Clay Intends to look to the rescue
of the other two children. Their lot must
be dectdedly unbappy. for they are utter-
Iy in the hands of the colored woman,
who, it 18 safd, has never uttered a kind
word or done a kind deed In thelr be-
hzlf. She was sternly cautfoned by Mr.
MeCray, as he left, not to beat or Ill-
use the chlidren, because If she did,
und it was reported, as very llkely It
wlll be, she would be arrested and severe-
1y punished.
